This letter is to support an appeal for choose a reason Cortrophin Gel for my patient enter patient name.  Enter patient name is experiencing a severe exacerbation of multiple sclerosis with acute neurological deficits choose a rationale. 
Enter patient name suffered an acute exacerbation of multiple sclerosis on enter date, with symptoms including enter symptoms. Enter patient name has contraindications to using high-dose corticosteroids for the management of these symptoms. Enter reasons for not using steroids, or that oral and IV steroids have already been tried and dates of treatment.
Repository Corticotropin Injection was originally approved by the FDA in 1952 and was approved via sNDA in November 2021 with a specific indication for acute MS exacerbation.  Multiple studies have been conducted that show benefit for ACTH for patients that are not recovering well with steroids or have a contraindication to their use.  A 2015 study reported on a patient with a clear case of MS relapse that was treated unsuccessfully with high dose IV steroids that responded favorably to ACTH treatment.1 In addition, Cortrophin gel is up to 26% cheaper than Acthar treatment making it a more cost effective choice.2	Comment by Bari Talente: @Sarah Anderson Is this right? Or should this be Corticotrophin? 	Comment by Sarah Anderson: Cortrophin gel is a complex mixture of proteins, one of which is ACTH. The reference here is to a study looking at ACTH so it is correct as stated here. Both Cortrophin Gel (corticotropin) and Acthar Gel (corticotropin) contain the same active medication, a natural form of adrenocorticotropic hormone (ACTH) from pigs. Both are approved and indicated for treatment of acute exacerbations of MS.
