Statewide Alternative Financing Program 
 (AFPs) are programs in almost every U.S. state which can help individuals living with a disability get affordable 
financial loans to buy assistive technology. 

• Typical assistive technology bought through this funding include: 
o Modified vehicles 
o Home modifications 
o Vision/hearing aids
